GENERAL RULES

Contestants must be 5-7 years of age by the date of the pageant.

Contestants are required to wear a nice dress (everyday sundress/Sunday school dress is
fine).

Make-up is absolutely FORBIDDEN at this pageant. If your child is wearing heavy
make-up the evening of the pageant, she will not be allowed to compete.

Hair must be appropriate for contestant’s age.

The winner is required to attend various events for The Miss Tuscola Program and City
of Tuscola (i.e. 4™ of July, Christmastown). This varies year to year. Must be
accompanied by a parent/guardian at all events.

The pageant director will clear ALL appearances.

Contestants are required to attend as many practices as possible. The final dress rehearsal
is mandatory!

Contestants must never have been Little Miss Tuscola before.

The winner will not enter any other judged pageant during her reign other than Little
Miss Moultrie-Douglas, which is mandatory.

Judging categories — 30 points possible:

e Appearance — 5 points

e Character (sweetness) — 5 points

e Confidence (answering questions/talking clearly into the microphone) -5 points
e Personality (spirit, individuality) — 5 points

e Ability to participate (stand still, follow directions) — 10 points

Night of the pageant: Dance, Introduce themselves, Interviews (need 3 questions by 1*
practice), Grand March, and Crowning.
