Mayor Kleiss stated Alderman Cleland asked to be
excused from the meeting.

Minutes

There being no additions or corrections to the minutes of the June 23 meeting, Henderson
moved and Vukelich seconded they be approved as presented. VOTE YEA* Fox, Henderson,
Landeck, Seip, Slaughter, Truitt, Vukelich.

City Treasurer

Treasurer Long asked council to look over the June financial reports before action at the next
meeting. There were no TIF delinquencies to report. Long presented two pay requests on the
Ficklin Street project for council approval. Seip moved to approve the pay request from Beniach
Construction in the amount of $221, 735.46. Vukelich seconded. VOTE YEA* Fox, Henderson,
Landeck, Seip, Slaughter, Truitt, Vukelich. Truitt moved to approve the pay request from
Francis and Associates Engineering in the amount of $15,434.72. Vukelich seconded. VOTE
YEA* Fox, Henderson, Landeck, Seip, Slaughter, Truitt, Vukelich. Long announced a change
order on the approved water main relocation, which was also part of the Ficklin Street project.
Fox moved to approve the change order in the amount of $25,457.00. Henderson seconded.
VOTE YEA* Fox, Henderson, Landeck, Seip, Slaughter, Truitt, Vukelich.

City Attorney
Administrator Hoel noted Attorney Bequette had an emergency and was unable to attend the

meeting. Hoel reported there were no comments or changes to the ordinance presented at the
last meeting concerning tall grass and weeds. Seip moved to approve ordinance 2008-0-8, an
ordinance amending the current ordinance concerning height of grass/weeds, notification,
abatement and penalties. Landeck seconded. VOTE YEA* Fox, Henderson, Landeck, Seip,
Slaughter, Truitt, Vukelich. Anyone seeing a violation of this ordinance can call City Hall or the
police department.

Old Business

Budget and Finance

Vukelich moved to pay the bills of July 14 totaling $375,488.32. Truitt seconded. Landeck
questioned some reimbursable items on the Francis and Associates invoices. Administrator
Hoel stated it is in the contract with Francis and Associates that the city does reimburse for
meals and mileage. Landeck also questioned a charge of $10.00 a day for nine days.
Administrator Hoel did not know what that charge was for; however, Paul Murphy, an employee
of Francis and Associates, stated employees are paid $10 per day if they use their personal
truck and fuel. Roll was then taken on Vukelich’s motion to pay the bills of July 14. VOTE YEA*
